18 30-19 00 trip from Riga airport to hotel “Laine” (Skolas street 11). Distance – 11 km You can go by taxi. Cost – 9,24 EUR 

7:00 pm Staying in hotel “Laine”. Hotel “Laine” is located in Riga’s historical centre, it is just a few minute walk from Old Riga.

7:30 pm dinner in Double Coffee “Pikadille” (Teatra street 12)

This café is located in  Old Riga, 1km from hotel “Laine” in Livu Square, which is in the centre of Old Riga. 

Costs – 9,96 EUR

After dinner it is possible to look at the Old Riga’s most important and interesting objects.

 Recommended objects (
Livu Square- it was made in the middle of 20th century in the place where previously were built hoses but became ruined after the World War II. In the square there is one of the most interesting 18th century complexes of living houses. Life in this place never stops.

 Jekaba Kazarmas- it is the longest building in Old Riga. Kazarmas were built in 18th century right next to the foot of sheltering wall.

St. Jekaba Church- is the fourth biggest church in Old Riga, which was first mentioned in chronics in 13th century. Despite several rebuilds the church has survived, it still has saved the gothic look  more than other churches in Old Riga. 

The Powder Tower- is the only tower in Old Riga which has stayed as it historically was. At the beginning it was called Sand Tower, but later it was recalled Power Tower.

Doma Square- it is called ‘the heart of the city’. It was built in 1936 and it has saved its historical shape till nowadays.

Doma Church – it was built in 13th century as Priest’s Albert’s residence. The time and historical events have left signs in church’s ‘face’. Looking at Doma Church you can notice almost all styles of architecture, which were dominating in Riga.


St. Petera Church - it was mentioned first in chronics of 13th century. It belonged to the city and was meant by inhabitants of Riga.  This church is the brightest piece of gothic architecture in the Baltic States.  It was built in 1209 and was much smaller than it is now. One of the oldest Riga’s schools was located in this church.

Rātlaukums (Town Hall Square) - in medieval times it was the centre of social life. Shops and workshops were located here, in Town hall Square people celebrated different festivities. During the World War II it was absolutely ruined. Nowadays it has been rebuilt and the main building of Town hall Square is Melngalvju nams (The House of Blackheads).

13:14 Arrival at Sigulda, calling taxi – call to number 29209480, you must ask taxi driver to deliver you to Aerodium flying place.

Inside there is a beautiful stove which is the present from city’s workforce. After agrarian reform the castle has been taken by government and after 1920 in summers there are living children from sickness-insurance-fund.
